DID YOU KNOW....?  

No other flag or pennant should be placed above, if on the same 

level, to the right of the flag of the United States of America, except 

during church services conducted by naval chaplains at sea, when 

the church pennant may be flown above the flag during church 

services for the personnel of the Navy.  

When flags of two or more nations are displayed, they are to be flown 

from separate staffs of the sa me height. The flags should be of 

approximately equal size. International usage forbids the display of 

the flag of one nation above that of another nation in time of peace.  

When used on a speaker's platform, the flag, if displayed flat, should 

be displayed above and behind the speaker. When displayed from a 

staff in a church or public auditorium, the flag of the United States of 
America should hold the position of superior prominence, in  

advance of the audience, and in position of honor at the clergyman's 

or speaker's right as he faces the audience. Any other flag so 

displayed should be placed on the left of the clergyman or 

speaker or to the right of the audience.  

The flag should form a distinctive feature of the ceremony of 

unveiling a statue or monument, but it should never be used as 

the covering for the statue or monument.

 AIR FORCE PILOT MISSING IN ACTION FROM VIETNAM WAR 

IS IDENTIFIED 

He is Maj. Ru ssell C. Good man, U.S. Air Force, of Salt Lake City, 

Utah. He is to be honored this week at Nellis AFB, Nev., ho me of the 

U.S. Air Force Thunderbird demonstration team. At the time of his 

loss, Maj. Goodman was assigned to the Thunderbirds and was 

flying with the U.S. Navy on an exchange program. On Feb. 20, 

1967, Goodman and Navy Lt. Gary L. Thornton took off in their F-4B 

Phantom fro m the USS Enterprise for a bombing mission against a 

railroad yard in Thanh Hoa Province, North Vietna m. They were 

struck by enemy antiaircraft fire and their plane exploded. Thornton 

was able to eject at just 250 feet alti tude, but Goodman did not 

escape. Thornton survived and was held captive until his release in 

1973. 

Press Release January 29, 2010 

Soldier Missing in Action from Vietnam War Identified: 

   Army Specialist Lawrence L. Aldrich will be buried in his home town 

of Fort Worth, Texas tomorrow. On May 6, 1968, Aldrich was a 

me mber of a search-and-clear mission in Binh Dinh Province in what 

was then South Vietna m. He  was last seen with two other Americans 

engaged in a battle with enemy forces while manning an M-60 

machine gun position. An air strike was called in, but one of the 

bombs inadvertently landed on Aldrich's position, killing the three 

soldiers. Me mbers of his unit later recovered the remains of the two 

other men, but Aldrich could not be found.  

      In July 1992, a joint U.S.-Socialist Republic of Vietnam tea m 

traveled to the province to investigate the loss. They interviewed a 

local citizen who reme mbered a large ground battle in the area in 

May or June 1968. He took the team to a location where he indicated 

the remains were buried, but an excavation in 1994 found no 

evidence of a grave or remains.

Reminder Retirees and Vets Allowed to Salute Flag 

Traditionally, members of the nation's veteranôs service organizations 

render the hand-salute during the national anthem and at events 

involving the national flag while wearing their organization's official 

head-gear. The National Defense Authorization Act of 2008 

contained an amendment to allow un-uniformed service me mbers, 
military retirees, and veterans to render a hand salute during the 

hoisting, lowering, or passing of the U.S. flag. A later a mendment 

further authorized hand-salutes during the national anthem by 

veterans and out-of-uniform military personnel. This was included in
